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Biography

From 1997 to 2000 I was the project leader for the FAI OnLine Acquisition University in the Federal Acquisition Institute (MVI).   This position required a strong background in contracting, curriculum development, and computer skills.

After graduating from the General Services Administration Career Intern Development program, I began my acquisition career at the Federal Supply Service (FSS), General Services Administration.  Before joining MVI, I worked as a Supervisory Contract Specialist in the Scientific Equipment Division of FSS and advanced to Director.  Among my greatest achievements during those 15 years, I:

· Was the lead contracting officer in contracting for the OMB initiative covering the contracting of Federal debt collection services.  At that time, debtors were more than $4.2 billion behind in payments owed the Government.  For the first time, the Government contracted for debt collection support from the commercial sector — an exercise that involved the Office of Management and Budget, the Department of the Treasury, and the various Federal agencies whose programs were at issue.

· Handled the leasing contracts covering the18, 000 Government fleet, including establishing a tracking database.

· Was the Contracting Officer for the initial contracting of the Post-Audit of Government Bills of Lading Program as directed by GAO.

· Was the lead contracting officer in automating the Franconia depot following the closing of Self Service Stores, to be responsive to a telephone ordering system.  

· Contracted for the ADP Support Services program for the Federal Supply Service.

· Issued the first Temporary Help Services Contract in GSA.

During my 11-year tenure at MVI, I had lead responsibility for many important MVI products.

· Development of Various Training Competencies in the Contract Specialist Workbook.

· Development of the Certification plan for GSA Contract Specialists (which the Office of Federal Procurement policy issued as a model for the entire Government).

· Development of the Certification program for Contracting Officer's Representative, which was adopted by many agencies including GSA, VA, DoT (Coast Guard), AID, DISA.

· The development of various certification classroom courses, including “Procurement Planning”, “Contracting by Sealed Bidding,” “Basic Contract Administration”,  "Advanced Contract Administration" and a “Contracting Officer Representative Workbook’.

Until September 2000, I was responsible for the FAI OnLine University, as part of the Acquisition Reform Net (ARNET), which is an on-line network of acquisition information resources sponsored by the Office of Federal Procurement Policy. The OnLine University metaphor was created as a result of the initial Acquisition Stand Down Days’ program which included live broadcasts of five events.  As the lead on several projects, I:

· Created an FAI OnLine University Website which offers Individual and Instructor Led Learning Centers; Career Management Center, Library, Student Center, Computer Management Database for student record-keeping; and electronic performance support systems (EPSS)

· An on-line “Contracting Officer Representatives” course and EPSS.

· On-line courses:  Contracting Orientation; Market Research; Acquisition Planning (Contract Formation and Contract Administration currently under development)

· Internet-based Seminar Tool to use for creating on-line seminars.

· Internet-based FAC Tool to use for creating online FAC training (under development)

· Internet-based Customization Tool for creating customized agency paths.

In order to accomplish these activities, I:

· Chaired Interagency Committees on the development of curriculum classroom courses

· Maintained a network of acquisition officials from all agencies for gathering feedback on the effectiveness of the curriculum and online programs

· Worked extensively with students through pilots and survey methods to improve and enhance curriculum materials

· Marketed the programs to agencies through briefings, presentations, and meetings.

· Prepared policy signed by high ranking OMB officials

· Made presentations to the most senior agency officials (CIO, CFO, CKO, Deputy Associate Administrators

· Represented the organization as keynote speaker and expert presenter at various conferences (Agency Procurement conferences:  US Army, Dept. of Interior, GSA, Dept. of Energy and Training and Technology Conferences:  ASTD, Distance Learning; FOSE, technology

· Established a network of agency advisors and outside consultants/vendors and academia for the development of the FAI OnLine University :  Arizona State University, National Association for Purchasing Managers (NAPM) and several contractors.

· Developed, updated, and converted a classroom curriculum for use in the FAI OnLine University

· Ensured accessibility standards were employed years prior to Section 508

· Participated in an interagency committee on Training established by the White House Office of Science and Technology
